CLUB BYLAWS

ARTICLE 1 - DEFINITION

Section 1
“Club” will mean and refer to Ocean Shores Outdoor Recreation Club, a nonprofit corporation organized and existing
under the laws of the State of Washington.

Section 2
“Property” will mean the property and facilities acquired, purchased, leases held, owned or operated by the Club as
campsites, recreation, pleasure and social facilities for members.

Section 3

“Campsites” are owned exclusively by the Club. These will be those areas designated from time to time by the Board of
Directors for the exclusive use of the Club members in accordance with these Bylaws, Rules, Regulations and Policies as
adopted by the Board of Directors from time to time, individual campsites, facilities and/or special use rights assigned to a
member will entitle the member to the exclusive use of said campsites or facilities so long as said member is in good
standing, and has strictly complied with the terms and conditions of the Articles of Incorporation, the Bylaws, Rules,
Regulations and Policies as adopted by the Board of Directors from time to time.

Section 4
“Common Property” will mean that area of land and facilities designated by the Board of Directors from time to time for
the common use of the Club Members.

Section 5
“Guest Site” will mean those sites designated for use by a visiting guest of a member.

Section 6
“Member of Record” is that person who is named as being responsible for said membership as put forth in these Bylaws.

Section 7
“Guest” will be any person who is not a member of this Club but has been invited by a member of this Club.

ARTICLE 2 - CORPORATE PURPOSES AND POWERS

Section 1
This Corporation will be conducted as a nonprofit corporation for the purposes set forth in the Articles of Incorporation.

Section 2

The Corporation, through its Board of Directors, will have the power to levy such membership charges as it may fix from
time to time; provided the annual dues, once set for a given year by the Board of Directors without first having obtained
the approval of a majority of the members attending in person or voting by proxy at any regular or special meeting of the
members called for said purposes. PROVIDED, however, that in no event will the Board of Directors fix the annual dues
below an amount adequate to cover a member’s pro rata portion of the Corporation’s annual financial requirements,
maintenance and operation expenses, reserves for taxes and insurance for the coming year, long term guarantee, reserves
and anticipated delinquencies; the intent and purpose that the annual dues will be sufficient to pay all of the aforesaid
operating expenses after giving due consideration to the Corporation’s current cash assets. Utilities billings will be
sufficient to cover all utility bills for a given period, billed to members at their pro rata portion.

Section 3

The Corporation, through its Board of Directors, may levy special assessments for capital improvements for the
reconstruction, repair, replacement and/or construction of common property, power, water or sewer lines; provided,
however, that the improvement or assessment must have the response of forty percent (40%) of the eligible members to
validate the vote and to have a sixty percent (60%) approval of those voting to pass. Voting will be by written ballot at
any regular or special meeting or by mail as provided in Article 11, Section 1 (A) and (B).



Any person may acquire more than one membership entitling said member to the exclusive use of more than one (1)
campsite, and will have one (1) vote for each membership so held.

A joint membership acquired prior to March 31, 1977, and held by two (2) or more persons jointly, said joint owners
will designate one individual as the person who will be entitled to cast the vote for each such membership.
